On the basis of Article 39 of the Higher Education Act (OG RS, No 119/06 – official consolidated version, 59/07 – ZŠtip, 15/08 – Constitutional Court Decision, 64/08, 86/09 and 62/2010 – ZUPJS), the Council of Slovenian Quality Assurance Agency for Higher Education set out, at its eleventh session on 18 November 2010, the following

CRITERIA FOR TRANSFERRING BETWEEN STUDY PROGRAMMES

Article 1

(areas regulated)

This act sets out the criteria for transferring between state-approved higher vocational and higher education study programmes.

Article 2

(definition)

Transferring between study programmes means a cessation of studies in the first study programme and the continuation of studies in the second study programme.

The first study programme is the programme from which the student is transferring. The first study programme can also be all study programmes of the same cycle in which the candidate has already completed study requirements and which can be recognised in the second study programme. 

The second study programme is the programme to which the student is transferring.

Article 3

(purpose)

Transfer provides suitable opportunities for the continuation and completion of studies. 

Article 4

(forms)

Transfers are possible between:

1. study programmes of the same cycle;

2. higher vocational study programmes and first-cycle study programmes.

Article 5

(non-Bologna study programmes)

Notwithstanding the provisions of the previous Article, until the termination of the provision of study programmes adopted before 11 June 2004 (hereinafter: non-Bologna study programmes), transfers shall also be possible between:

1. study programmes leading to a university qualification;

2. study programmes leading a professional higher qualification;

3. study programmes leading to a university qualification and a professional higher qualification.

Students may also transfer from:

1. higher vocational and professional higher education study programmes to first-cycle study programmes;

2. university study programmes to first- or second-cycle study programmes;

3. master's programmes to third-cycle study programmes.

Article 6

(conditions)

Transfers are possible between study programmes:

1. which on completion of studies ensure the acquisition of comparable competencies, and

2. between which it is possible, under the recognition criteria, to recognise at least half of study requirements under the European Credit Transfer and Accumulation System (hereinafter: ECTS) from the first study programme relating to compulsory subjects of the second study programme.

Article 7

(other conditions)

The definition of other conditions for transferring between study programmes shall be the responsibility of higher vocational and higher education institutions. The institutions shall be obliged to publish these conditions.

Article 8

(recognition of completed study requirements)

Depending on the amount of recognised study requirements from the first study programme in the Republic of Slovenia or abroad, a student may enrol in the same year or a higher year in the second study programme.

In the case of transfer, the following may be recognised:

1. comparable study requirements which the student has successfully completed in the first study programme;

2. non-formally acquired comparable knowledge.

The student shall demonstrate previously acquired knowledge with appropriate documents.

Article 9

(amount of recognised completed study requirements)

In accordance with the criteria of the higher vocational or higher education institution for transfers and the recognition of successfully completed study requirements, a student may enrol in a higher year of the second study programme if the recognition procedure arising from the transfer recognises at least as many credits as are a condition for enrolment in a higher year of a state-approved study programme.

Article 10

(inclusion of recognised study requirements in the Diploma Supplement)

All successfully completed study requirements in the first and second study programme must be included in the Diploma Supplement.

Article 11

(procedure)

Applications for a transfer between study programmes shall be dealt with by a special commission of the higher vocational or higher education institution according to the procedure set out in the statute of the institution.

Article 12

(transitional provision)

In study programmes accredited before the entering into force of these criteria, the conditions for transfers between study programmes shall be harmonised with these criteria within six months of the day on which they enter into force at the latest.

If a higher education institution changes the conditions for transfers between study programmes, it shall obtain consent of the Agency Council for this change to the study programme by 31 December 2012 at the latest.

Changed conditions for transfers between study programmes shall be published once the consent of the Agency Council has been obtained.

Article 13

(validity of the criteria)

These criteria shall enter into force on the third day following their publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia.
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
