A proposal for the first accreditation of a higher education institution must be accompanied by the following documents:

1. the mission, vision and strategy of the higher education institution, the draft act of establishment or the act of establishment, the draft statute of the higher education institution and the draft quality manual;

2. a resolution of the senate of the university in the case of the establishment or transformation of a university member institution;

3. the opinion of the founder, in the case of the establishment of a public higher education institution;

4. the international cooperation plan of the higher education institution, in particular with regard to the common European higher education area;

5. information on research programmes, projects and research groups;

6. the human resources plan and details and proofs relating to teachers, researchers and faculty assistants: proofs of valid appointment to positions and proofs relating to staff who still do not have an appointment, prepared in accordance with the minimum standards of the Agency (biographies, bibliographies, projects, patents, publications, awards, etc.), declarations of cooperation and agreements of employers by whom staff are employed;

7. draft criteria for appointments to positions;

8. proofs relating to premises and equipment: suitable proof of ownership or tenancy agreements, operating licences, inventory of equipment, safety declarations;

9. a plan for the implementation of the study programme when premises and equipment are in different locations;

10. proofs of funding, namely: contracts on the provision of funds, a resolution of the university management board, and other proofs;

11. opinions of the competent professional chamber (employers' association) or other institutions responsible for the areas covered by the study programmes;

12. agreements with enterprises on the practical training of the envisaged number of enrolled students. 

The opinions referred to in point 11 must be enclosed if the higher education institution intends to provide first- or second-cycle programmes; the agreements with enterprises referred to in point 12 must be enclosed for a professional higher education study programme or a study programme under which the practical training of students is envisaged.

E.2 FIRST ACCREDITATION OF A STUDY PROGRAMME

A proposal for the first accreditation of a study programme must be accompanied by the following documents:

1. the resolution of the senate of the university and the resolution of the senate of the university member or independent higher education institution on the proposed study programme;

2. syllabuses;

3. in the case of regulated professions, at least three foreign recognised or accredited study programmes from different countries, a comparison with the provisions from the relevant European Union directives or proof of conformity, above all with regard to the prescribed number of hours, the contents of the programme and the knowledge or skills acquired through both theoretical and practical education;

4. the human resources plan and proofs relating to teachers, researchers and faculty assistants: proofs of valid appointment for all lecturers (or of initiation of the procedure for reappointment or subsequent appointment) in accordance with the minimum standards of the Agency (biographies, bibliographies, projects, patents, publications, awards, etc.), declarations of cooperation, agreements of employers by whom staff are employed, proof that at least half of the teaching staff and assistants will be employed on a full-time basis;

5. criteria for appointments to positions;

6. details of the total highest permissible direct and additional weekly teaching obligations;

7. international cooperation plan (in the field covered by the study programme);

8. proofs of established conditions for scholarly, research, artistic or professional work: bibliographic information, a website from which scholarly/research projects or programmes, research groups or industrial research are evident;

9. proofs relating to premises and equipment and a plan for the implementation of the study programme;

10. analysis by the employment service or a report from the competent chamber or employers' association or other institutions competent for the field covered by the study programmes on graduate employment opportunities;

11. agreements or contracts with enterprises on the practical training of the envisaged number of enrolled students;

12. the quality manual;

13. the self-evaluation report of the institution if it is already providing other accredited study programmes. 

The opinions referred to in point 10 must be enclosed if a first- or second-cycle programme is being accredited; the agreements with enterprises referred to in point 11 must be enclosed for a professional higher education study programme or a study programme under which the practical training of students is envisaged.

E.3 ACCREDITATION OF A JOINT STUDY PROGRAMME

A proposal for the accreditation of a joint study programme must be accompanied by the following documents:

1. a contract, agreement or other officially approved form of reciprocal definition of the cooperation of higher education institutions in the provision of a joint study programme, to be signed by all higher education institutions. The contract must contain in particular data on the following: 

· all participating higher education institutions with an indication of their status under national legislation, their accreditation or other relevant public recognition and a brief presentation of their activity,

· the shares in the provision of the joint study programme that are assumed by the individual participating higher education institutions, and in particular the shares assumed by higher education institutions from the Republic of Slovenia,

· accreditation of the parts of the joint study programme provided by participating higher education institutions from other countries,

· the principles and methods of joint quality monitoring, improvement and assurance,

· conditions for the enrolment of students in the joint study programme,

· the use of languages of instruction,

· financial obligations relating to the provision of the joint study programme,

· the content and form of the diploma and the method of awarding diplomas,

· the content and form of the diploma supplement and the method of awarding diploma supplements,

· other reciprocal rights and obligations of participating higher education institutions in the provision of the joint study programme with special emphasis on the rights of students;

2. the diploma form and the diploma supplement form;

3. information on all the providers of the study programme, including those parts of the programme provided at participating or foreign higher education institutions.

E.4 EXTENSION OF ACCREDITATION OF A HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTION AND STUDY PROGRAMME 

A proposal for the extension of the accreditation of a higher education institution and study programme must be accompanied by the following documents: 

1. the act of establishment and the statute of the higher education institution;

2. the self-evaluation report of the higher education institution for the academic year before which external evaluation was carried out, and analysis of all the areas of activity of the higher education institution from all the years since the last accreditation, with identified weaknesses and measures for their elimination;

3. the mission, vision and strategy of the higher education institution;

4. the annual programme of work of the higher education institution, for the last calendar year before the external evaluation and for the calendar year in which the external evaluation is taking place;

5. the financial report of the higher education institution for the last calendar year;

6. the quality manual;

7. proofs of the quality of teachers, researchers and faculty assistants as recognised by the profession;

8. analyses of the results of student surveys or other forms of monitoring the opinion of students on the quality of the provision of the study programme for the last three academic years; if less than three years have passed since the last accreditation, for the entire period since the last accreditation;

9. analyses of the results of surveys and other forms of monitoring graduates of the higher education institution;

10. a list of records kept by the higher education institution.
