
At its 119th meeting on 16 November 2017, the Council of the Slovenian Quality Assurance Agency for Higher Education has, on the basis of indents three, eleven and twelve of paragraph eleven of Article 51.h of the Higher Education Act (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, No. 32/12 – official consolidated version 7, 40/12 – ZUJF, 57/12 – ZPCP-2D, 109/12, 85/14, and 75/16), adopted the following
Criteria for International Cooperation in Higher Education
I. GENERAL PROVISIONS
Article 1
(Content and purpose)
According to these Criteria, the Slovenian Quality Assurance Agency for Higher Education (hereinafter: the Agency) shall assess the compliance with the conditions for the accreditation of joint study programmes of Slovenian and foreign higher education institutions (hereinafter: international joint study programme), for transnational higher education (hereinafter: THE) and for the notification of study programmes accredited abroad. 
The purpose of these Criteria is to ensure the following:
· appropriate quality of international study programmes according to the standards of quality determined by the Criteria for the Accreditation and External Evaluation of Higher Education Institutions and Study Programmes and by the European standards (ESG);
· equivalence of the offered THE and implemented THE: the implemented THE must be equal to the study programme or part thereof that has been accredited or state-approved in the country where the institution offering THE is based;
· comparability and quality of notified study programmes of an international federation of universities based in the Republic of Slovenia (hereinafter: international federation of universities) and notified international joint study programmes.
Article 2
(Basis)
The Agency shall apply these Criteria to perform its duties consistent with:
· the Higher Education Act (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, Nos  32/12 – official consolidated version, 40/12 – ZUJF, 57/12 – ZPCP-2D, 109/12, 85/14, 75/16; hereinafter: the ZViS),
· Private International Law and Procedure Act (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, Nos 56/99 and 45/08 – ZArbit),
· Standards and Guidelines for Quality Assurance in the European Higher Education Area (hereinafter: ESG), 
· Lisbon Convention on the Recognition of Qualifications concerning Higher Education in the European Region (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia – International Treaties, No. 14/99),
and with:
· Criteria for the Accreditation and Evaluation of Higher Education Institutions and Study Programmes (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, No 42/17; hereinafter: Accreditation Criteria),
· other criteria and standards of the Agency laid down in Article 2 of the Accreditation Criteria.
Article 3
(Decision-making of the Agency)
The Agency shall decide on the following:
· accreditations of international joint study programmes;
· compliance with conditions for the entry of a THE in the public records,
· notifications of international joint study programmes accredited abroad and study programmes of an international federation of universities. 
The Agency shall adopt its decisions autonomously and independently, consistently applying legislation, criteria and standards:
· in order to ensure objective assessment and decision-making;
· by keeping publicly accessible records on accredited international study programmes and THE contracts.
Article 4
(Responsibility for the implementation of notified study programme and THE)
Higher education institutions and the international federation of universities shall be fully responsible for the monitoring and assurance of quality of a notified study programme. 
 
The institution offering THE and the institution implementing THE shall be fully responsible for the monitoring and assurance of the quality of THE.
Article 5
(Definition of terms used in the regulation)
For terms not defined below, definitions from the legislation on higher education and European recommendations shall apply.
 
The terms used in these Criteria shall have the following meaning:
international joint study programmes: study programmes leading to qualifications adopted and provided by a higher education institution in cooperation with one or more other higher education institutions from abroad;
consortium agreement: a written agreement, contract or other legal form on cooperation between higher education institutions that formulate, adopt and implement an international joint study programme. A consortium agreement shall contain the elements determined by these Criteria and regulate the relations, rights, obligations, competences and relationships between participating higher education institutions;
joint diploma supplement: a uniform document determined (harmonised) by all higher education institutions participating in the implementation of an international joint study programme. It shall be a compulsory diploma supplement regardless of whether the institutions award a joint diploma or their own separate diplomas;
THE: higher transnational education.  It may be implemented on the basis of a THE contract or without a contract; 
 
higher education institution offering THE (hereinafter: institution offering THE): a higher education institution accredited in the Republic of Slovenia or a foreign higher education institution implementing state-approved study programmes and issuing public documents in the country in which it has been established and seeking to offer a study programme or part of a study programme to an institution implementing THE in another country;
 
higher education institution that will implement THE (hereinafter: institution implementing THE): a higher education institution accredited in the Republic of Slovenia or a foreign higher education institution implementing state-approved study programmes and issuing public documents in the country in which it has been established and seeking to implement a study programme or part of a study programme of another country, or a foreign higher education institution or other foreign institution if competent bodies of the country where the institution responsible for the higher education study programme is based recognise that, for a transnationally implemented higher education study programme, the institution responsible for the programme and the programme are suitable for its higher education system;
applicant for THE: a Slovenian higher education institution which concludes a THE contract with a foreign higher education institution or a foreign legal entity implementing state-approved study programmes and issuing public documents in the country of its establishment; 
THE students: students enrolled in an institution offering THE;
 
institutions participating in THE: institution offering THE or institution implementing THE that participate in THE;
 
THE contract: a legally binding documents between the institution offering THE and the institution implementing THE that contains the elements determined by these Criteria and regulates the relations, rights, obligations, competences and relationships between the institutions participating in THE. The implementation of study programmes or parts thereof is based on close and continuous cooperation between the institution offering THE and the institution implementing THE. In accordance with the concluded contract for the implementation of THE, the institution offering THE shall grant the right to use and implement a study programme or part thereof to the institution implementing THE. The institution implementing THE shall undertake to perform higher education activities and fulfill all obligations under the contract;
notified study programme: a study programme for which the Agency grants notification in accordance with paragraphs eight and nine of Article 32 and paragraph three of Article 33b of the ZviS.   
 
 II. INTERNATIONAL JOINT STUDY PROGRAMMES
Article 6
(International joint study programmes)
International joint study programmes shall be study programmes leading to qualifications adopted and implemented by a higher education institution based in the Republic of Slovenia (hereinafter: a Slovenian higher education institution) in cooperation with one or more higher education institutions from abroad.
The study programmes referred to in the preceding paragraph shall not include study programmes that:
· have not been formulated and adopted by all participating higher education institutions and this fact is not evident from the consortium agreement;
· enable partial study abroad by the principle of exchanges of students or higher education teachers according to a study programme that is not accredited as a joint one;
· are implemented as transnational education.
II.1 ACCREDITATION AND EVALUATION
II.1.1 ACCREDITATION
Article 7
The accreditation of an international joint study programme shall be carried out when a Slovenian higher education institution intends to implement the programme together with a foreign higher education institution that is not accredited by the agencies on the European Quality Assurance Register for Higher Education (EQAR) list. The Slovenian higher education institution must be entered in public records by the Agency.
An international joint study programme shall be accredited according to quality standards by the areas of assessment referred to in Articles 17 and 18 of the Accreditation Criteria. 
Article 8
(Additional criteria for the assessment of an international joint study programme) 
1. A foreign higher education institution taking part in the implementation of a joint study programme has been accredited or suitably recognised in the country in which it operates and in which it is based. 
2. The shares of an international joint study programme implemented by all participating higher education institutions shall be appropriately distributed and justified in terms of content and implementation. The distribution of an international joint study programme shall mean a study connection that transcends the educational, research and creative capability of individual participating higher education institutions with its levers of mobility.
The cooperation of higher education institutions in the implementation of an international joint study programme shall be detailed in the consortium agreement. The latter shall contain especially the provisions on the following:
· manner of cooperation in the management and implementation of an international joint study programme and clear delineation of responsibilities, 
· rights and obligations of all participating higher education institutions, 
· share and content or learning units of a study programme to be implemented by individual higher education institutions, 
· uniform enrolment conditions, conditions for advancement and completion of study,
· number of credits to be awarded by individual higher education institutions,
· languages of instruction,
· payment/funding of study,
· self-evaluation of the programme, its modification and updates,
· content and format of the joint diploma or provisions on the higher education institutions awarding their own diplomas,  
· content and format of the joint (harmonised) diploma supplement;
and on the coordination of the following:
· enrolment of students, course and completion of study and awarding diplomas,
· acquiring competences or achieving learning outcomes of students and graduates,  
· ensuring the rights of enrolled students, higher education teachers and faculty assistants as well as other stakeholders participating in the implementation of the programme,
· organisation and implementation of regular joint self-evaluation of the study programme, participation of all stakeholders, especially students and higher education teachers of all participating higher education institutions, in self-evaluation.
The minimum duration of the consortium agreement shall be equal to the duration of the study under the international joint study programme extended by one year. 
The higher education institution shall notify the Agency on all amendments to the consortium agreement within 30 days of their entry into force.  
Article 9
(Withdrawal from cooperation)
When an individual higher education institution no longer participates in the implementation of an international joint study programme, the remaining participating higher education institutions must redefine their mutual relations, rights and obligations in accordance with Article 8 of these Criteria by a consortium agreement. The Agency must be notified of such an amendment to the consortium agreement within 30 days of its entry into force. If a new consortium agreement is concluded, it must be attached to the notification.  
II.1.2 EVALUATION OF AN INTERNATIONAL JOINT STUDY PROGRAMME
Article 10
(External evaluation)
The external evaluation of an international joint study programme shall be performed in the reaccreditation procedure of a higher education institution or extraordinary evaluation of a study programme, or as an evaluation of a sample of study programmes.
An international joint study programme shall be externally evaluated according to quality standards by the areas of assessment referred to in Articles 21, 22 and 23 of the Accreditation Criteria. The compliance with obligations under the consortium agreement concluded between the cooperating higher education institutions shall be assessed as well. Non-compliance with or violation of the provisions of the agreement shall be considered a major deficiency or non-compliance in accordance with Article 45 of the Accreditation Criteria, whereby points 2 to 7 of paragraph two of the same Article shall be assessed. 
Article 11
(Extraordinary evaluation of an international joint study programme)
An extraordinary evaluation of an international joint study programme shall be carried out in accordance with Articles 37 and 38 of the Accreditation Criteria.
II.2 NOTIFICATION
Article 12
(Notification of an international joint study programme accredited abroad)
Notification of an international joint study programme accredited abroad shall be made when the higher education institution based in the Republic of Slovenia intends to implement it with foreign higher education institutions accredited by EQAR-listed agencies and if the accreditation of this programme has been carried out by a foreign EQAR-listed agency. 
The Agency Council shall issue a decision allowing the notification provided that the conditions referred to in the preceding paragraph have been met.
If the conditions referred to in paragraph one of this Article have not been met, the notification shall not be possible. In such case, the participating higher education institutions may accredit the joint study programme in accordance with Articles 7 and 8 of these Criteria.
III. THE
III.1 IMPLEMENTATION OR ORGANISATION OF THE ON THE BASIS OF A CONTRACT
 
Article 13
(THE contract)
 
THE may be implemented or organised on the basis of a THE contract which regulates all relationships between the institutions participating in THE.
 
The THE contract must comply with national legislation in the field of higher education in the country of the institution offering THE as well as in the country of the institution implementing THE if evidence exists that the offered study programme has been state-approved.
 
The THE contract shall be drafted in writing and shall include all elements stated in Article 14 as well as all enclosures stated in Article 27 of these Criteria.
 
It must be clear from the THE contract that the following shall be provided:
· information on programmes, public documents acquired, participating institutions and their roles in the participation in THE,
· appropriately qualified human resources and appropriate premises,
· internal quality assurance system mechanisms,
· appropriate records on the cooperation and implementation of THE,
· regular external evaluations.
The higher education institution must notify the Agency on all amendments to the THE contract within 30 days of their entry into force.  
Article 14
(Compulsory elements of the contract for the implementation of THE)
  
The contract for the implementation of THE must clearly define the following elements:
 
· list of parties to the contract (name and registered office or address of the higher education institution which implements the study programme in another country, name and surname of a representative of this institution, and name and registered office or address of the higher education institution responsible for the study programme),
· subject of the THE contract (study programme or part of study programme and its name, type and cycle),
· status of the institution offering THE and the institution implementing THE (public or private),
· duration of the implementation of THE and duration of the THE contract,
· list of premises, equipment and appropriate infrastructure required for the implementation of THE (suitability of premises, equipment and infrastructure shall be evident from enclosures),
· determination of the conditions for practice in work environment in the case of THE whose compulsory component is practical training,
· form, manner of establishment and implementation of THE, type of recognition of qualifications acquired under THE (public documents, credits obtained),
· position, rights and obligations of students included in THE, enrolment requirements and criteria for transfers, language of instruction, the contents of a public document issued on the basis of the successfully completed THE,
· manner of participation, provision of services, management of THE and clear delineation of responsibilities,
· assurance of the institution offering THE that the quality of the THE implemented in another country (at the institution implementing THE) will be comparable to the quality of the implementation at the institution offering THE,
· definition of instruments of internal and external quality assessment (teaching and educational process).
 
Article 15
(Assessment of the offered THE)
 
The following shall be assessed as regards the offered THE:
· whether the THE contract is concluded at least for the duration of THE implementation,
· comparability of the method and quality of implementation of the offered THE in view of study programmes or parts of study programmes in the country of the institution implementing THE,
· rights, duties and obligations of students, their participation in decision-making bodies,
· content, method and structure of the implemented THE. The institution implementing THE must assure the comparison between the programme implemented at the institution offering THE and the programme implemented by the institution implementing THE in an agreed form,
· the quality assurance system at the programme and institutional level and whether the responsibilities of all participating institutions in the THE are defined.
III.2 IMPLEMENTATION OR ORGANISATION OF THE WITHOUT A CONTRACT
  
Article 16
 
In the Republic of Slovenia, THE may also be implemented by a foreign higher education institution or other institution if the competent authorities of the country where the institution responsible for the higher education programme is based recognise that in the case of implementing a transnational higher education programme the institution responsible for that programme and the programme itself are suitable for their higher education system.
 
Prior to the beginning of the implementation of THE under the preceding paragraph, the Agency shall verify with the competent authority of the country where the institution responsible for the higher education programme seeking to implement THE in the Republic of Slovenia is based whether the institution responsible for the programme and the programme itself are suitable for its higher education system.
 
IV. NOTIFICATIONS OF STUDY PROGRAMMES OF AN INTERNATIONAL FEDERATION OF UNIVERSITIES
Article 17
An international federation of universities must notify the study programmes it implements to the Agency if the conditions provided in paragraphs eight and nine of Article 32 of the ZViS are met.
Article 18
(Conditions for notification)
Study programmes may be notified if:
· they are accredited abroad, 
· their diplomas are considered public documents in the country of accreditation, grant an officially recognised level of educational qualification and an officially recognised title in this country,
· they are implemented by accredited higher education institutions or organisations (hereinafter: higher education institutions) in the country of accreditation.
Article 19
(Opinion of a higher education institution)
An international federation of universities must obtain a positive opinion from at least one relevant higher education institution on the study programme it seeks to notify. A higher education institution that issues an opinion must meet the following conditions:
· it must have its registered office in the Republic of Slovenia,
· it must be accredited in accordance with the ZViS and Accreditation Criteria,
· it must have accredited study programmes in at least three fields according to the KLASIUS classification and at least three science and research disciplines according to the FRASCATI classification,
· it must implement a study programme comparable in terms of content, cycle, type and duration.
Article 20
(Content of an opinion of a higher education institution)
The opinion of a higher education institution must contain a position regarding all compulsory components of the study programme to be notified, in particular regarding the following:
· cohesion of the curriculum and syllabi with objectives, competences or learning outcomes of the study programme and of all these elements with its content,
· completeness of content of the study programme by type and cycle, enabling the acquisition of suitable competences or learning outcomes and the acquisition of the appropriate professional or scientific title,
· structure of scientific, professional, research or artistic contents of the study programme, distribution of subjects by year and their credit evaluation,
· envisaged methods, forms and course of teaching,
· human resource and material conditions,
· conditions for study and completion of study, and exercise of students’ rights.  
V. TERMINATION OF ACCREDITATION OR IMPLEMENTATION OF STUDY PROGRAMMES
Article 21
(International joint study programmes) 
Accreditation of an international joint study programme shall terminate if none of the foreign or Slovenian higher education institutions any longer participates in its implementation.  
The Agency shall revoke the notification of an international joint study programme accredited abroad if:
· its accreditation has been withdrawn or has expired or the study programme has not been reaccredited etc.,
· the accreditation of any participating higher education institution has expired or has been withdrawn, and mutual relations have not been regulated in accordance with Article 9 of these Criteria.
The applicant must notify the Agency of the withdrawal, non-reaccreditation or expiry of the accreditation (hereinafter: termination) within 30 days of termination. 
 Article 22
(THE)
An institution implementing THE must cease the implementation of the study programme or part thereof if its accreditation in the country of accreditation terminates. The same applies in the event of the termination of accreditation of an institution offering THE. The applicant must notify the Agency thereof within 30 days. In such cases the Agency Council shall remove the THE from the public records of THE.
Article 23
(Notified study programmes of an international federation of universities)
An international federation of universities must cease the implementation of a notified study programme if it ceases to be implemented in the country in which it was accredited, or is no longer implemented in that country by an accredited higher education institution, or the study programme is no longer state-approved. The federation must notify the Agency thereof within 30 days.
VI. APPLICATIONS, PROCEDURES AND DECISION-MAKING
VI.1 GENERAL PROVISIONS
Article 24
(Initiation of the procedure)
The procedure to obtain accreditation of an international joint study programme, entry of THE in the public records of the Agency and notification of a study programme, except in the event of an extraordinary evaluation or an evaluation of a sample of international joint study programmes, shall be initiated following a proposal of the applicant.
Article 25
(Applicant)
An application shall be filed by a higher education institution:
· university, 
· independent higher education institution,
· international federation of universities.
Article 26
(Groups of experts)
In accordance with Article 32 of the Accreditation Criteria, the Agency Council shall appoint groups of independent experts in accreditation and evaluation procedures of an international joint study programme. 
The Agency shall establish the compliance with the conditions for THE and notification of study programmes without appointing a group of experts. 
VI.2 APPLICATIONS AND ENCLOSURES
Article 27
(Application and enclosures)
The application shall be drafted in accordance with the ZViS and these Criteria.  It shall be completed electronically in the form prescribed in the Criteria and signed electronically with a qualified digital certificate (SIGEN-CA, AC-NLB, HALCOM-CA, POSTAR-CA, SIGOV-CA). The applicant shall first register the certificate in the security scheme.  The enclosures prescribed in this Article of the Criteria shall be attached to the electronic application in electronic form.
The application shall be in the Slovenian language.  If the enclosures are in a foreign language, the Agency may require from the applicant to submit a translation of the enclosures or a part thereof. In questionable cases, the Agency shall require the applicant to provide a certified translation. 
Notwithstanding the provision of the preceding paragraph, the summary of the application for the accreditation of an international joint study programme shall be submitted as an attachment in the English language as well.
The application shall be submitted to the Agency. The Agency shall process applications in the order of their submission. 
Notwithstanding the provision of the preceding paragraph, procedures for extraordinary evaluation of international joint study programmes shall have priority.
The following enclosures shall be attached to applications:
III.2.1 Accreditation of an international joint study programme
The form “Accreditation of an international joint study programme” shall be completed and the following shall be attached:
1. consortium agreement on the participation of higher education institutions in the implementation of a joint study programme signed by all higher education institutions and drafted in accordance with Article 8 of the Criteria; 
2. sample joint diploma or diplomas to be awarded by individual participating higher education institutions;
3. sample joint diploma supplement;
4. decision of the Slovenian higher education institution senate on the adoption of the international joint study programme;
5. syllabi;
6. analysis of needs and objectives of the society;
7. valid decisions on the appointment to a title, statements on cooperation, consents of employers for higher education teachers and faculty assistants of the Slovenian higher education institution;
8. valid decisions on the appointment to a title or appropriate evidence of foreign higher education institutions about their higher education teachers and faculty assistants;
9. evidence on the scientific, professional, research or artistic work of providers of the programme, or link to websites from which this information is evident;
10.  evidence on the resources and equipment necessary for the implementation of the study programme;
11.  plan for the implementation of the study programme when it is not part of the consortium agreement.
III.2.2 Evaluation of an international joint study programme
The form “Evaluation of an international joint study programme” shall be completed and the following shall be attached:
1. self-evaluation reports for the last three years and documents demonstrating the implementation of tasks based on the findings of the self-evaluation report for the last concluded self-evaluation period (when these are not a part of the self-evaluation report) and the plan of measures for the following self-evaluation period;
2. report on the implementation of the consortium agreement if it is not a part of the self-evaluation report.
VI.2.3 THE   
The form “Transnational Higher Education” shall be completed and the following shall be attached:
1. THE contract drawn up in accordance with Article 14 of these Criteria,
2. compulsory attachments to the THE contract:
a) a statement by the institution offering THE that the institution implementing THE treats the public document obtained under the THE contract equally as the public document is treated in the country of the institution offering THE;
b) evidence that the offered study programme to be implemented in whole or in part within the THE is state-approved, and the date when its state-approved status expires, if such date exists;
c) evidence on the provision of suitable premises, equipment and infrastructure for the implementation of the THE;
d) evidence that the institution implementing THE is accredited to implement activities in academic and scientific fields according to the KLASIUS or Isced and Frascati classifications from which stems the offered study programme;
e) evidence that the institution implementing THE implements in the country of its registered office accredited study programmes from the same or related fields of study and of the same cycles and types as the offered study programme;
f) evidence of appropriate human resources of the institution implementing THE for the implementation of the study programme or parts thereof;
g) evidence or contracts on the implementation of practical training (e.g. clinical practice); 
h) a financial plan, which also contains evidence of the financial resources provided for the successful completion of the THE for at least one generation of students, and an action plan for a successful implementation of the offered study programme or an individual part thereof;
i) contents and form of the public document and the method of awarding (in the language of the institution implementing THE, Slovenian and English). All copies (translations) must be identical to the original;
j) the study programme or an individual part of the study programme offered within the THE, including specified general information on the programme, objectives of the programme, and general and course-specific competences or learning outcomes, syllabi, enrolment requirements and selection criteria in case of limited enrolment, methods of assessment, conditions for advancement under the programme, information on the methods and types of implementation and indication of the obtained professional or scientific title;
k) plan of implementation of the study programme with the announced method of implementation of contact hours and the explanation of the comparability of the method and quality of implementation of the offered THE in view of the study programmes or parts of the study programmes in the country of the institution implementing THE (when it is not part of the THE contract).
If the offered study programme fails to contain all elements stated in item 2j of the preceding paragraph, compulsory components of the study programme complying with the national legislation of the institution offering THE must be attached.
VI.2.4 Notification of a study programme
The form “Notification of a study programme” shall be completed and the following shall be attached:
1. for notification of an international joint study programme accredited abroad:
· evidence on the accreditation of participating foreign higher education institutions by EQAR-listed agencies,
· evidence on the accreditation of the notified international joint study programme by an EQAR-listed agency;
2. for notification of a study programme of international federation of universities:
· proof of accreditation of the study programme including information on the state approval of diplomas, level of education and professional or scientific title in the country of accreditation of this programme, 
· opinion of the higher education institution drawn up in accordance with Article 20 of these Criteria that meets the conditions referred to in Article 19 of these Criteria.
In both cases, the applicant must attach the notified study programme including specified general information on the programme, objectives of the programme, and general and course-specific competences or learning outcomes, syllabi, enrolment requirements and selection criteria in case of limited enrolment, methods of assessment, conditions for advancement under the programme, information on the methods and types of implementation and indication of the obtained professional or scientific title.
If the notified study programme fails to contain all elements stated in the preceding paragraph, compulsory components of the study programme complying with the national legislation of the country of accreditation must be attached.
Article 28
(Completeness of the application)
The application shall be deemed formally complete when the prescribed form has been completed and all enclosures listed in the preceding Article of the Criteria have been attached.
If the application is not formally complete, the Agency shall require it to be supplemented and shall set the time limit for remedying the deficiencies. If the applicant shall not remedy the deficiencies within the set time limit, the Agency Council shall issue a decision dismissing the application. 
VI.3 TYPES OF PROCEDURES
Article 29
VI.3.1 Accreditation and evaluation of an international joint study programme shall be carried out under the procedure determined in Articles 35, 37 and 38 of the Accreditation Criteria. The difference is in the duration of the accreditation procedure, which must be completed earlier than provided in Article 35 of the Accreditation Criteria.
VI.3.2 Modifications of international joint study programmes
Modifications of international joint study programmes shall be adopted by participating higher education institutions that concluded the consortium agreement (hereinafter: consortium) themselves. The applicant must inform the Agency within 30 days of the confirmation of the modifications of compulsory components of international joint study programmes by the competent bodies of the consortium by entering or transferring these modifications to a completed electronic form for the accreditation of an international joint study programme and attach in the enclosures a printout of the decision of the senate (or competent decision-making body at the consortium level) by which the modifications have been adopted. 
The Agency shall promptly review the modifications of international joint study programmes accredited in the Republic of Slovenia and determine whether the higher education institution has complied with the statutory provisions and quality standards from these Criteria. If it identifies non-compliances or major deficiencies in the modification of a study programme determined in Article 45 of the Accreditation Criteria, it shall act in accordance with Articles 37 and 38 of the Accreditation Criteria. 
The Agency Council may also act in accordance with Articles 37 and 38 of the Accreditation Criteria if the higher education institution does not inform the Agency about the modifications of the study programme within the time limit set in paragraph one.
VI.3.3 THE shall be carried out without the appointment of a group of experts and without a visit of the higher education institution. The Agency Council shall decide on the entry of the contract to public records no later than two months after the receipt of a complete application.
VI.3.4 Notification of a study programme shall be carried out without the appointment of a group of experts and without a visit of the higher education institution. The Agency Council shall decide on the notification no later than two months after the receipt of a complete application.
VI.4 DECISIONS OF THE AGENCY COUNCIL
Article 30
III.4.1 Accreditation and evaluation of an international joint study programme 
In the procedures of accreditation and evaluation of an international joint study programme, the Agency Council shall adopt decisions determined in Articles 41, 43, 44 and 45 of the Accreditation Criteria.
Within one year of the decision of the Agency Council on the accreditation of an international joint study programme, the applicant must enclose certificates of accreditation of this programme or certificates of the recognition of Slovenian accreditation in all countries of participating foreign higher education institutions. If the certificates are not submitted within the set time limit or the mutual relations have not been regulated in accordance with Article 9 of these Criteria, the accreditation of the international joint study programme shall be terminated.
Article 31
(Re-application for accreditation)
If the Agency Council declines the application for the accreditation of an international joint study programme or withdraws its accreditation, the higher education institution may re-submit the application for the accreditation of this programme after the expiration of one year from the finality of the decision on accreditation. 
Article 32
(Validity of accreditation)
Accreditation of an international joint study programme shall be valid for an indefinite period, except when the Agency Council decides otherwise in extraordinary evaluation procedures (to terminate the accreditation of the programme) and in cases specified by the ZViS and in paragraph two of Article 30 of these Criteria.
VI.4.2 THE 
In a THE procedure, the Agency Council shall adopt one of the following decisions: 
- to enter the THE contract in public records, 
- to not enter the THE contract in public records. 
VI.4.3 Notification of a study programme
In the procedure of notification of a study programme, the Agency Council shall issue a decision allowing or declining the notification. 
VI.5 APPEAL
Article 33
An appeal against an Agency Council decision may be filed within 30 days of the service of the decision. 
An appeal shall be sent to the Agency Council, and the Appeals Committee shall decide on it. 
The Appeals Committee shall decide on the appeal within three months of the submission of a complete appeal. If the Appeals Committee grants an appeal, it shall remand the case to the Agency Council for reconsideration.
The decision of the Appeals Committee may be contested by an action in an administrative dispute.
